








o Prepare and maintain files for all housing units acquired with Plan funds. These files
shall include all documents and information relative to rehabilitation work to the
housing units. These files shall be current, complete records, including, but not
limited to, contracts, source documents supporting accounting transactions,
personnel and payroll records, cancelled checks and related documents and records
to assure proper accounting of funds and performance of this contract in accordance
with the Plan and/or County regulations.

o The Contractor will cooperate in the preparation of, and will furnish any and all
information required for reports to be prepared as may be required by the Plan and/or
County requirements including, but not limited to the Consolidated Plan, the annual
performance report and any quarterly reports required by the County.

o The Contractor agrees to comply will all requirements which are now or which may
hereafter be imposed by HUD for the Plan.

o The Contractor shall assist the County with conducting the environmental review of
any projects assisted through this contract in compliance with the National
Environmental Protection Act and 24 CFR 58. A copy of any such review shall be
retained by the County for County's review, approval and formal acceptance.

COMPENSATION:

The Contractor shall be compensated in the total amount not to exceed $45,000.00 (the maximum
contract amount) for the services provided under this agreement as follows:

Contractor will receive 2.8% per contract for administration fees in an amount not to exceed
$30,772.00 of the maximum contract amount.

In addition the Contractor shall be compensated for marketing expenses and related cost associated
with processing the acquisition, rehabilitation and resale of housing units in an amount not to exceed
$2,198.00. The Contractor shall request reimbursements of incidental expenditures and cost within
fifteen (15) days of the expenditure. Allowable cost will be determined through County and Contractor
agreement. In the case of a-knewn-large-expense single expenditure in excess of Two Thousand
Dollars ($2,000.00), the Contractor may request, in writing, from the County an advance of the
necessary amount of the funds, which will be expended within three (3) days. The amount of each
request shall be limited to the amount needed.

The Contractor shall be compensated at the rate of ten dollars ($10.00) for each monthly loan payment
processed.

The Contractor shall, no less than monthly, submit a written invoice identifying the name of the
individual performing services, the date the services were performed, a description of the services, and
the total cost of the services. Any requests for payment of reimbursable expenses shall be itemized on
the invoice. The County shall pay the Contractor within thirty (30) days of the receipt of the invoice.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION:

The Contractor and the County will attempt to settle any claim or controversy arising out of or
relating to this Agreement through consultation and negotiation in good faith and a spirit of
mutual cooperation. However, at any time before or during such negotiations, or following any
unsuccessful negotiations, either party may by written notice to the other demand that the
dispute be submitted fo mediation. When such a demand is made, the parties shall within ten
(10) days jointly make arrangements for the mediation of the dispute through the auspices, and
pursuant to the then current mediation rules and procedures, of the Judicial Arbitration and
Mediation Services (“JAMS”), except to the extent such rules and procedures are modified by
agreement of the parties.

If the dispute has not been resolved within sixty (60) days of any written demand for mediation,



or within a longer time period to which the parties may agree, the dispute shall be submitted to
binding arbitration in accordance with the commercial arbitration rules of JA.M.S,/Endispute.
in all cases submitted to J.A.M.S. for arbitration, the arbitration proceedings shall be conducted
at a location mutually agreed upon by the parties and, if they cannot agree, then in Sacramento,
California.  The parties shall agree to a single arbitrator, advance their respective
adminisirative fees, and advance in equal shares the arbitrator’s fee.

Notwithstanding any rules or procedures of JA.M.S. to the contrary, the arbitrator shall be
bound to render a decision in accordance with applicable state and federal laws and shall issue
written findings of fact and conclusions of law (the “written opinion”).

In any pefition to confirm, correct or vacate the arbitration award, the arbitrator’s written
opinion shall be subject to judicial review for the purpose of insuring that it conforms to
applicable state and federal laws. Except for this limited right of judicial review and other
statutory grounds for correcting or vacating the arbitrator’'s award, the parties agree that the
decision of the arbitrator shall be final and binding upon them.

Any arbitration award shall include the cost of arbitration and reasonable attorney’s fees to the
prevailing party, if the arbitrator determines that there is a prevailing party in any such dispute.
Judgment may be enfered on the award in the Stanislaus County Superior Court.

Any negotiation or mediation which takes place pursuant to this Agreement shall be
confidential and shall be treated as a compromise and settlement negotiation for purposes of
the Federal Rules of Evidence and State rules of evidence.

MISCELLANEQUS:

Should any litigation be commenced between the Contractor and the County
concerning any provisions of this Agreement, or the rights and duties of any person in
relation thereto, the party or parties prevailing in such litigation shall be entitied, in
addition fo such other relief as may be granted, to a reasonable sum as and for his
attorney fees in such litigation, which shall be determined by the court in such
litigation, or in a separate action brought for that purpose.

s [n the event of any conflict between the provisions of this Exhibit “B” and the
provisions of Exhibit “A” (Standard Contract Conditions); specifically including but not
limited to provisions in Exhibit “A” relating to compensation, invoicing, and dispute
resolution; the provisions of this Exhibit “B” shall be controlling.

The City of Waterford is pleased to support AB 715 which authorizes cities to post ordinances
on their official Web sites and to mail notice of passage of the ordinance to those who have
filed a written request for mailed notices in lieu of publishing the ordinance in the newspaper.

AB 715 improves efficiency in local government and increases citizen participation for the
following reasons:

e The newspaper publishing requirement for ordinances was established over 125 vears
ago. Technology has dramatically transformed the way we communicate. AB 715 would
provide immediate online access, 24/7 at the public’'s convenience.

* Relieves a financial burden for residents who are cutting back on paid newspaper
subscriptions. These residents could choose to receive notices of ordinances either by
U.S. mail and/or the Internet.

¢ Relieves a financial burden for cities which are required to pay costly legal advertising
rates to publicize ordinances. AB 715 would allow the option of mailing notice to
requestors and posting on the city’'s Web site instead of paid legal advertising.

¢ Increases citizen participation by streamlining the notification process. Citizens would no
longer need to sort through multiple newspaper pages of paid legal advertising for
information.

Dear Assembly Member Caballero:

The League of California Cities is pleased to inform you that we strongly support your AB 715. This bill
would authorize a city, within 15 days after the passage of an ordinance, to post the ordinance on its official
Web site and to mail notice of passage of the ordinance to those who have filed a written request for mailed
notices in lieu of publishing the ordinance in the newspaper. This measure would save costs for cities and
recognizes advances in technology without compromising public access to government actions.

The publishing requirement of municipal ordinances has largely been unchanged in over one-hundred
years. During the 25" Legislative Session, in 1883, the “Act to provide for the classification of municipal

~ corporations” was enacted. This act stipulated that “every ordinance be signed...and published at least once
in a newspaper...or printed and posted in at least three public places...” The members of the Senate and
Assembly in 1883 could not have imagined how technology would revolutionize the way government could
or would communicate with its constituency.

Broad public access is provided throughout the entire process of adopting an ordinance. To pass a
municipal ordinance a number of requirements must be met, not including the effort to get public buy-in. A
typical process for just the development of an ordinance could take months, which includes public
participation. Prior to adopting an ordinance, a city must hold two public meetings complying with the
required 72-hour regular meeting notice under the Ralph M. Brown Act. There are multiple opportunities
where the public is encouraged to participate—and does—in the process. Once adopted, the final action is
required to be published including the text of the ordinance in a generally circulated newspaper. Posting a
council’s final action as well as the adopted ordinance on a city’s official Web site can provide the public
with easier and greater access than when printed in a newspaper given costs of subscriptions.

Your bill brings California’s cities into the 21st Century, offers greater public access to government action,
eliminates waste, and potentially saves taxpayer dollars. For these reasons, the League strongly supports AB
